Breakfast & After-School Club Price Increase
As you may know, we have been providing Wrap Around Care at school since September 2019.

Our Breakfast and After School Club offers healthy meals at affordable prices. As well as the opportunity for the
children to enjoy listening to stories and playing games as well as having the opportunity to ‘get active.’

During the sessions, the children also have full use of all of the school’s facilities including our adventure playground,
trim trail, scooters as well as our outdoor gym equipment.

The provision has proved very popular. After much deliberation, last term the Governors made the decision to
increase the price of both the Breakfast and After-School Clubs.

Therefore, from Thursday 4th September 2025, for all new bookings moving forward from this date, our daily
charges, will be as follows:
