The performance dates take place during the Easter 2022 holiday. The children will be given scheduled breaks
during the rehearsals and performances, in guidance with the County Council legislation regarding children in
performance.

All children participating in the event will be required to purchase a ‘Joseph and the Amazing Technicolour
Dreamcoat’ production top, at a cost of £10.00. These will be a bespoke/uniformed design for the children to wear
during the rehearsals. The children will then be able to have the cast sign their production tops at the final show, to
keep as a memento should they wish-to do so.
