• Years 3, 4, 5 and 6: (and are not in receipt of Pupil Premium) you will need to click the link below 

or visit our school’s website:  School Life - Meals In School in order to register and create an account 

with the new school meal provider: The Farm Kitchen before placing an order. 

• Years 3, 4, 5 and 6: (and are in receipt of Pupil Premium) you have been automatically enrolled by 

The Farm Kitchen.  You will receive a further letter from them providing instructions on 

how to access your account, tonight.  Please check your child’s bag.

school and offers a comprehensive menu for parents and children alike.  You will continue to order and pay (unless
